YouTube
YouTube is intended for users over the age of 13, however, younger children can still access YouTube with
consent from a parent/legal guardian. When giving your child access to YouTube, there are different options
you could choose depending on your child’s age: 

- YouTube Kids – this is a separate app that includes a smaller selection of videos based on the age category
you select: Preschool (ages 4 and under), Younger (ages 5–8) or Older (ages 9–12). 
- Supervised accounts – this is a parent-managed version of YouTube that allows you to control the content
your child can access. You can select one of the following options: 
• Explore - Generally for viewers aged 9+. 
• Explore more - Generally for viewers aged 13+ 
• Most of YouTube - This setting includes almost everything on YouTube except for videos marked as 18+ and
other videos that may not be appropriate for viewers using supervised experiences.
